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Don’t Swerve!   
    	 A couple of  months ago my family and I were headed through          
Orlando.  It was heavy traffic and it had just rained but the sun was still out.  I 
took a corner way faster than I should have and I began fishtailing!

	 It was an odd moment in time, I could see the kids in the back looking 
around somewhat unconcerned.  Then I looked at my wife and her eyes were 
as big as dinner plates.  I heard no noise.  I looked to my left and to my right, 
and even looked in the rearview mirror.  


 God really took care of  us that day; even though it was heavy traffic, 
there was a huge gap all around us (maybe the other drivers were just great      
defensive drivers!) and I felt safe as long as I didn’t flip the van!  Then noise came back and my wife said, “Steer INTO 
the skid; don’t swerve!”.  I had tried to fix the problem by over-compensating and basically twisting the steering wheel 
hard to the left, then the right.  I wisely listened to my wife and within a second we were driving normally.  

	 I am sure the whole incident took less than 10 seconds but it seemed like an eternity to me.  It got my heart 
pumping and some interesting conversation from the passengers.  Reflecting on it now, I wonder how much we do that 
in our lives.  It seems like if  we see a problem we try really hard to address it, sometimes over-compensating.

	 I commend you today to listen to the words of  Hebrews 10:23-25 printed in the box of  this page.  Hold 
unswervingly to the hope we profess in the Name of  Christ!  I know that many are concerned about income and the 
ability to pay bills; I know many are concerned about time with loved ones; and about what the future holds.  


 How do you avoid swerving away from the hope we have?  By hearing about it 
regularly at worship, by living it every day in faith, by growing in God’s Word as you 
study it; by spending time in prayer with our Lord.

	 If  you are encountering problems in life, try these helpful tips:

1)  Don’t over-react! Don’t be like me behind a steering wheel; take time to gather 
yourself  and make a measured response.

2)  Listen to those you respect and can trust.  I needed to hear a voice to not 
only give guidance but also to    remember I wasn’t alone.

3)  Remember that God is with you!  In the midst of  a problem, even a bad 
problem, God has promised to be your strength and stay.  His strength is perfect in our 
weakness, so rely on the Lord to be your strength.


 I am glad God kept me and the whole family safe on that sunny but slick day.  
Even though my oldest son raised both arms and said, “Let’s do THAT again!” I have 
managed to avoid a repeat performance.  But even if  I have that problem again, it is 
comforting to know that God will be with me.  And a chorus of  voices!
